REGULATORY AUTHORITY

1.01
These regulations shall be known as the Arkansas Department of Education Amendment to Rules and Regulations Governing the Certification Laws and Regulations Concerning Certificate Renewal.

These regulations are enacted pursuant to the authority of the State Board of Education under Ark. Code Ann. §§ 6-11-105 (Repl. 1999) and 25-15-204 (Supp. 1999).

PURPOSE

2.01 These regulations are enacted to amend a selected section of the Rules and Regulations Governing the Certification Laws and Regulations which deals with applying for renewal of an Arkansas teacher’s certificate.

AMENDMENT TO SECTION 30.00 APPLYING FOR RENEWAL OF AN ARKANSAS CERTIFICATE

Defined Amnesty Period for Renewal of Previously Expired Certificate
Any person who possesses an expired Arkansas teacher’s certificate/license and who needs only to meet the general requirements in Sections 10.20 and 30.20(b) of these regulations may apply for amnesty renewal of his/her expired teacher’s certificate/ license pursuant to the following. During the amnesty period beginning on the January 1, 2001, and ending September 30, 2001, applicants will be waived from having to meet the renewal requirements in Sections 10.20 and 30.20(b) of these regulations.  No person shall be allowed to apply for amnesty renewal during any other time period other than the period of January 1, 2001 and September 30, 2001. Any person interested in renewing his/her certificate/license during this amnesty period must submit a completed application for renewal to the Office of Professional Licensure and complete and pass an Arkansas State Police and a Federal Bureau of Investigation criminal background check as required by Arkansas Code Annotated § 6-17-410.  The requirements as stated in Section 30.30 of these regulations or any other Sections of these regulations except those stated above are not waived or affected by any changes in these regulations during the amnesty period.  At the end of 

the amnesty period beginning October 1, 2001, an applicant seeking to renew an expired certificate/ license must satisfy the requirements of these rules and regulations including Sections 10.20 and 30.20 (b) of these regulations.
