TABLE I

Report of Children and Youth With Disabilities Exiting

the Educational System (2000-01 School Year)
This form is to be used to provide a count of the number of children and youth with disabilities reported under IDEA 97 exiting the educational system in 2000-01.  The exiting information is to be provided by age, disability category, and basis of exit.  

NOTE:  ESTIMATES MAY NOT BE USED.

In these tables, enter an unduplicated count of all children and youth with disabilities, by age and disability category, who exited the educational system from the conclusion of the 1999-2000 school year until the conclusion of the 2000-01 school year.

Row A
Total served in special education during the previous reporting year but at some point during that 12-month period, returned to regular education as a result of having met the objectives of their individualized education program (IEP).  These are students who no longer have an IEP and are receiving all of their educational services from a general education program.

Row B
Total who exited an educational program through receipt of a high school diploma identical to that for which students without disabilities are eligible.

Row C
Total who exited an educational program through receipt of a certificate of completion, modified diploma, fulfillment of an IEP, or some similar mechanism.

Row D
Total who exited special education as a consequence of reaching the maximum age for receipt of special education services -- students with disabilities who reached the maximum age and did not receive a diploma/certificate of completion. 

Row E
Total who died.  Breakouts by age are optional for students who died.

Row F
Total who moved out of the catchment area and are known to be continuing in another educational program.  There need not be evidence that the student is continuing in special education, only that he/she is continuing in a general education program.  This row includes transfers and students in residential drug/ alcohol rehabilitation centers or correctional facilities.

Row G
Total who moved out of the catchment area and are not known to be continuing in another educational program.

Row H
Total who were enrolled at some point in the reporting year, were not enrolled at the end of the reporting year, and did not exit through any of the other bases described.  This row includes dropouts, runaways, GED recipients, expulsions, status unknown, and other exiters.

Row I
Total of rows (A)-(H).

TABLE II

Report the total number of students ages 14-21 that exited special education by age-year and basis of exit.  These figures must equal the sum of the data reported in Table I.

TABLE III

Report the total number of students ages 14-21 that exited special education by race/ethnicity and basis of exit.  These figures must equal the sum of the data reported in Table II.  Race/ethnicity categories are defined as follows (these are the federal definitions):

American Indian or Alaska Native:  A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North and South America (including Central America), and who maintains tribal affiliation or community attachment.

Asian or Pacific Islander:  A person having origins in any of the original peoples in the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands, including, for example, Cambodia, China, India, Japan, Korea, Maylasia, Pakistan, the Philippine Islands, Thailand, and Vietnam.  The Pacific Islands includes Hawaii, Guam, and Samoa.

Black or African American (not Hispanic):  A person having origins in any of the Black racial groups of Africa.

Hispanic or Latino:  A person of Cuban, Mexican, Puerto Rican, South or Central American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of race.

White (not Hispanic):  A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, the Middle East, or North Africa.

Note that children can only be reported in one race/ethnicity category.

Report of Changes in Placement of Children With

Disabilities to a Less Restrictive Setting

2000-01 School Year
This form is to be used to report changes in placement of children and youth with disabilities to a less restrictive setting as a result of LRE procedures.  This report is to include all LRE movement from the end of the 1999-2000 school year to the end of the 2000-01 school year.  Students with disabilities served under IDEA 97 are to be included in this report of movement from each educational placement to a less restrictive environment. 

Section I - Residential

In this section, report the number of children and youth with disabilities who have moved from a residential setting to a separate day school, separate class, resource, regular class with some special education or related service or regular class with no special education service.

Col. 6 -
Total number of children and youth with disabilities who received their education program at a residential facility during the 1999-2000 school year but received their education program at a less restrictive environment during the 2000-01 school year.
