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( Situation:
There is not a shortage of licensed teachers in Arkansas, but there is a shortage of



individuals available to teach in certain subject or geographic areas.

( Focus:
The ADE will support the delivery of quality distance learning courses to areas of Arkansas where teacher availability is limited.


( Situation:
Staff limitations prohibit students from scheduling desired classes at convenient times.

( Focus:
The ADE will support the scheduling of courses required by the State. The courses will be scheduled at various times of the day to allow students greater flexibility in course scheduling.


( Situation:
Financially, schools may not be in a position to offer a broad range of courses that are not required by Arkansas standards.

( Focus:
The ADE will support the development of courses that are not required by Arkansas standards and AP classes that students need to prepare for continuing levels of education.


( Situation:
Educators need assistance in learning how to incorporate technology into instruction and research.

( Focus:
The ADE will support the development of modules that can be incorporated into local curricula and provide assistance in integrating technology into the curriculum.
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
