Eligibility

Schools may apply for assistance for K-12 regular classroom teachers and arts specialists in broadening their teaching skills through enriching arts experiences. Non-arts teachers must be interested in including the arts in their regular curriculum. Arts specialists must be currently teaching one or more of the following subjects: creative writing, dance, design arts, folk arts, media arts, music, theater/drama, or visual arts. Teachers must be employed in a school district recognized by the Arkansas Department of Education, or by a private school certified by the IRS as a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization.

Applicants must consult with the Arkansas Arts Council AIE program manager before submitting an application. The authorized school official must sign all applications. The application package must include the enclosed budget statement, the narrative page describing the proposal, supporting materials substantiating the costs requested in the grant, and a signed letter from the teacher acknowledging the use of the school as a pass-through fiscal agent. Certified 501(c)(3) organizations must also include a copy of their IRS Letter of Determination. 

· Professional Development funds may be requested for first-time participation in such arts related activities as conferences, workshops, specific training, model site visits, showcases or seminars. This can include travel and registration costs. The proposed activity must occur within a specific time frame and must demonstrate a clear benefit to the teacher’s skills and career in Arkansas.

· Technical Assistance funds may be requested for help with such activities as personal production or exhibition costs that ultimately have an impact on the teacher’s school skills and artistic experiences within their teaching career.

Grant Amounts and Matching Funds

An applicant school may request up to $1,000 within Fiscal Year 2001; the minimum request is $100. Requests must be for first-time participation by the teachers in arts activities, or for clear assistance with teaching enrichment. Any amount requested from the Arts Council can be no more than half of the total amount indicated for a particular line item, and must be cash matched at least one-to-one (1:1) by the applicant organization.  

The application budget should show only the costs involved with the activity. If a line item does not apply, place a zero (0) in the space indicated. Explain “other” line items in the space indicated. The amount of the request should be written in the box on line B11. All requested budget amounts should reflect a split between AAC money and applicant match. Total Income on line C12 should be at least twice the AAC request in B11

Application Review and Payment Procedure

The Arkansas Arts Council will process an Assistance request upon receipt of all necessary application materials. While the application deadline is ongoing, the Arts Council should receive the request at least four (4) weeks before the dates of the actual event to allow adequate time for processing. If a request is approved, the school will receive a letter of award, a contract, an invoice for grant payment, and a final report form. The grantee must return the signed contract and completed invoice before payment is sent. The final report form must be returned to the Arts Council within 30 days of the completion of the activity, or before July 31, 2001.
