    Discuss the information provided on food labels.  Provide a sample label and share information with the class that the label includes.  Ask students to bring empty cereal boxes and food packages to class.  Instruct students that the labels and food packages will be used in an “Information Search” contest.  Each student will be given the “Information Search” handout sheet.  Ask students to use their food package or label to find words to provide answers for the handout.  The students who have found the most information on their label or package in a timed setting will be the winners!  (Note that all packages will not have answers to all questions.  Students should find information based on what is given on the specific label or package.)
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
