Licensure Reciprocity (DRAFT)

For teachers who are seeking licensure in Arkansas and who hold valid teaching licenses from other states or countries (pending successful application and criminal background check):

1. Candidates who hold certification from the National Board of Professional Teaching

Standards (NBPTS) will automatically receive a standard Arkansas teaching license.

2. Candidates who have completed all applicable Praxis or equivalent performance-based assessments in another state and have met current Arkansas minimum score requirements will automatically receive a standard Arkansas teaching license.

3. Candidates who have documented a minimum of one year’s teaching experience and have met current Arkansas minimum score requirements for Praxis I and II assessments (or equivalent) will automatically receive a standard Arkansas teaching license.

4. Candidates who have documented a minimum of one year’s teaching experience but have not met current Arkansas minimum score requirements for Praxis I and II assessments (or equivalent) will receive a one year, non-renewable provisional license to provide time to successfully complete those assessments. Upon successful completion of these requirements, the candidate will receive a standard Arkansas teaching license. 

5. Candidates who have no teaching experience and have not met current Arkansas minimum score requirements for Praxis I and II assessments (or equivalent) will receive a one year, non-renewable provisional license to provide time to successfully complete those assessments. The candidate will then enter the novice teacher induction process that will lead to standard licensure.

6. Candidates from countries not included in the National Association of State Directors of

 
Teacher Education and Certification (NASDTEC) agreements may make application for

admission into the Non-traditional Licensure Program. 

7. Candidates with endorsements from other states or countries with reciprocity agreements through NASDTEC must have successfully completed all appropriate Arkansas assessments or their equivalent for the area(s) of endorsement(s) sought.
