ACTS REQUIRING CHANGE TO EXISTING LEGISLATION

 




Act 775

Section 8 of this act changed the reporting date for the school performance report to be distributed as well as a few of the indicators that are to be included in the annual school performance report.  The Department is to issue the report by March 15 of each year.  This change in issue date will allow the parent address information to be collected during cycle 4 (December 15) of the APSCN reporting process.

Changes in the indicators include the elimination of the requirement to report the percentage of students being promoted to the next grade level as well as discipline information.  Indicators added to the legislation include whether or not the school distributed its discipline policy to parents as well as whether the school staff had been provided with appropriate student discipline training.

The Department is now publishing a draft version of the 2000-2001 school report on the as-is.org web site. Schools should periodically check this site for validity of the data about their school.  Information will be added to the report as it becomes available.  Frequent checking will allow schools to notify the Department of any needed changes prior to the report being printed and mailed to parents.

Act 912

Act 912 changes Arkansas Code 6-21-107 to require districts to include a policy and system to prevent computer users from accessing material harmful to minors.  Students are also required to sign a computer use agreement form outlining proper and improper use of public access computers prior to being allowed to access the computer equipment.

Act 1747

Act 1747 requires each district to publish on the school district’s web page:

A. Minutes of regular and special meetings of the school board

B. Budget for the ensuing year

C. Financial breakdown of monthly expenses of the district

D. Salary schedule for all employees

E. School district’s yearly audit

F. Annual Statistical Report.

If the district does not have a web page, then on or before July 1, 2003 the district’s education cooperative shall develop a web page or the district shall enter into an agreement with a government agency to publish the required information on a web page.
