Instructions for Completing Questionnaire Forms for the

Arkansas Star Award 

The Arkansas Star Award is a program sponsored by the Comprehensive School Health Program of the Arkansas Department of Education.  Please read these instructions carefully prior to completing the attached forms.  

1. This packet contains a questionnaire for each of the eight (8) components of the Comprehensive School Health Program.  The components are as follows:

Physical Education 


Family/Community Involvement 


School Nutrition and Food Services 

Health Education

2. Within the questionnaires are certain areas that require the respondent to provide an answer based on the grade level of the school.  For the purposes of this program, definitions developed and utilized by the U. S. Department of Education in defining elementary, middle and high school will be used. The definitions are as follows: 

Elementary:  An elementary school is a school composed of any span of Grades 1 through 6. 

Middle:  A middle school is a separately organized and administered school intermediate between elementary and senior high schools, which might also be called a junior high school, usually including Grades 7, 8 and 9; Grades 7 and 8; or Grades 6, 7 and 8. 

Senior High School:  A senior high school is a school offering final years of school work necessary for graduation, usually including Grades 10, 11 and 12; or Grades 9, 10, 11 and 12. 

3. For the purposes of this award program, only “yes” or “no” answers are possible for all questions.  There are no allowances made for respondents to provide additional comments and/or questions for any of the component areas. 


4. This project requires packets to be completed for individual school buildings.  Packets should not be completed based on district-level activities.

6. All entries must be received by 4:30 p.m. on Friday, April 26, 2002.  Entries received after the deadline will not be considered. 

7. All entries must include a completed application form.  It is important to note that the form requires the signature of the building-level principal and the school district superintendent.  Entries submitted without a completed application will not be considered. 


8. An eight-member panel convened by the Coordinator of the Comprehensive School Health Program will judge entries.  The panel members will be representatives of each of the eight (8) program areas. 
  

9. The Coordinator of the Comprehensive School Health Program will notify schools selected as Arkansas Star Award winners.
