70% Base Grants

Safe and Drug Free Schools and Communities Act

This memo conveys the process to be used by local school districts and regional service cooperatives to apply for funding for FY 2001 under the Safe and Drug-Free School and Communities Act (SDFSCA).  The attached application forms apply to the 70% Base Grant.  Act 1055 of 2001 declares that regional service cooperatives do meet the definition of “local education agencies,” and are eligible to receive state and federal funds.  If a school decides to defer its funding to the cooperative, the cooperative will become the local educational agency.

There are three options for making application.

Cooperative applications

· The needs assessment data should identify cooperative-wide needs, not individual schools or districts.

· The budget should reflect cooperative-wide programming, not individual schools or districts expenditures.

· The program description should reflect cooperative-wide programming, not individual schools or districts activities.

Carry-over funds

· Any district with remaining 2000-2001 funds applying for continuation or revised/amended proposals, shall show those funds as carry-over on the Cover Sheet and the Budget Description Sheet.

· Any district with remaining 2000-2001 funds that opts for deferring funds for 2001-2002 application shall spend those funds consistent with the 2000-2001 approved project by June 30, 2002, and file a final expenditure and progress report by June, 2002.
