Monitoring Required by State
If CRE review is conducted in the District during the school year, at least one summer site will be visited.
No monitoring requirements specifically required.
Subject to review by state at least once every three years.  It may be more frequent based on program size and prior problems identified by the state.

Eligibility Determination
Open site -50% or more of the students enrolled in the school are eligible for free and reduced price meals.  Site may be RESTRICTED for security, safety or control reasons

Closed enrolled – 50% or more of the students enrolled in special programs are eligible for free or reduced price meals.  May be located in a needy or non-needy area.


All students enrolled in the program offered by the school may be claimed for reimbursement at the appropriate reimbursement rates.
Open site- Based on 50% F/RP enrollment of the attendance area of a school or census block-group data.

Closed site-50%  of children enrolled in needy or non-needy areas and are eligible for F/RP benefits.
