GENERAL INFORMATION FOR STUDENT SELECTION

The Arkansas Governor's School is a six-week summer residential program for gifted and talented rising high school seniors.  The school is operated by the Arkansas Department of Education through a grant to Hendrix College and is supervised by the Office of Gifted and Talented Education.  The twenty-fourth annual School will be conducted for approximately 400 students from June 15 through July 26, 2003, on the campus of Hendrix College in Conway.
Students who attend the School must be nominated by their local high schools and selected by the State Student Selection Committee designated by the Department of Education.  Every effort will be exerted to ensure broad representation from all areas of the state.


The purpose of the School is to give gifted students the opportunity to develop and/or expand their powers to conceptualize, to theorize and to explore the latest progress and problems of various fields of the arts and sciences.  The curriculum is designed to focus on contemporary and futuristic topics and issues and to provoke curiosity and inquiry from students.  The program intends to be a valuable partner, not a critic or competitor, of the secondary schools participating in the identification of those students.

Tuition, room, board, books and instructional supplies are furnished for students from funds appropriated by the Arkansas General Assembly.  Each student is financially responsible for travel to and from Conway and for any personal expenses.


ELIGIBILITY:
1.
Only students who are residents of Arkansas and who are presently in junior classes at public or private high schools are eligible for nomination and selection.

2.
Students being considered for nomination to Arkansas Governor's School should demonstrate the following traits:


A.  Creativity in oral and/or written work and, when appropriate, creative expression in one of the arts areas:


B.   Above Average Ability in the area(s) of nomination as evidenced by measures of either academics or non-academic performance.  Students who are disadvantaged through economic, cultural or language differences must not be excluded

from services by identification procedures which are biased against them.


C.   Motivation to be active, involved and to achieve.  Students will be expected to participate in all aspects of the program.  Students are expected to complete reading and writing assignments, as well as discuss issues, during the six weeks; and


 D.   Social, emotional and intellectual maturity which allows the student to cope successfully with curriculum that emphasizes theory, abstraction, ambiguity and integrated principles of knowledge.

Selected students and selected alternates planning to attend Arkansas Governor’s School, who also attend Boys’ State or Girls’ State and who choose to run and win offices affording them the opportunity to travel to Washington for Boys’ or Girls’ Nation, will automatically be replaced by other candidates for the Arkansas Governor’s School Program.

PLAN FOR LOCAL SCHOOL NOMINATION
Step 1:

Announce that nominations for Arkansas Governor's School are now being accepted.  This could take place in a junior class meeting or through the distribution of information through English or other classes.  Brochures describing the school are available through your education service cooperative.  At this point, the local school may need to encourage qualified applicants to consider attending Governor's School.  Disadvantaged students may need to be counseled on the benefits of attending Governor's School.  Some communities have found it helpful to seek the assistance of local churches and community groups in encouraging minority and disadvantaged students.

Step 2:
Compile a list of nominees collected from the following:

a.  A list compiled by counselors of students who meet the standardized test data as described in this packet;

b.  Nominations by teachers;

c.  Nominations from parents who believe their child is qualified and interested; and

d.  Nominations from students who believe strongly that they are qualified.

Step 3:

Convene a screening committee.  The Department of Education encourages schools to establish a local screening committee, composed of at least three members, including a counselor and a person trained in the area of gifted and talented education.  The committee should use the criteria listed in this packet for selecting applicants.  We strongly urge that the student complete the Student General Information Form and make it available for the committee's use.  When selecting students, please bear in 

mind that traits other than academic success have been found to be important qualifications for the Arkansas Governor's School.

Step 4:
Prepare a list for State nomination not to exceed ten percent of the total enrollment of the school's junior class.  Schools with fewer than 50 junior class students may nominate a maximum of five students.  Exceptions to this limit may be granted upon application to and approval by the Office of Gifted and Talented, Arkansas Department of Education.  Schools should be aware that the ten- percent limitation is a maximum and only students who meet the qualifications should be nominated.

Exception: Students applying in instrumental music in strings, oboe, or bassoon and males applying in choral music as first choice need not be counted against the ten percent limit.  It is imperative that personnel conduct a thorough search to seek out those students with outstanding ability or potential.  To accomplish ethnic representation at the Arkansas Governor's School, local school personnel should see that the number of nominations submitted to the State Student Selection Committee reflects the proportion of Caucasian to non-Caucasian students enrolled in the current eleventh grade in the school.  Again, students who are disadvantaged through economic, cultural or language differences must not be excluded from services by identification procedures which are biased against them.

Step 5:
Notify students that they are or are not being nominated by the district to the State Student Selection Committee.

Step 6:

Complete all forms as directed on the instruction page of this packet and mail to the State committee.

Your high school may submit names of up to ten percent of your junior class population to the State Student Selection Committee for its consideration.  Note the exception in Step 4.  Plan for local school nomination.  Your district's packet must include the following:

This sheet should list in alphabetical order each student nominated by the school and the area(s) in which he/she is applying.  School districts with more than one high school must submit one composite form per school.  Please complete the form and have it signed by the superintendent or the high school principal.  Keep a copy and mail the original copy to the State Student Selection Committee.  Each school will receive a printout of its students' placement prior to the time that students are notified of their selection status.  The expected mailing date for status notification is mid April 2003.

2.
For each nominated student, submit the following:

a.     Student Information Form - Form is to be completed by the student, no attachments are allowed.  Student must sign the agreement on the bottom of the form.

b.     Area I Application Sheets.  One form is required for each area in which the student is applying.  Recommendation should be made by a teacher who is familiar with the student’s interest and ability in the specific subject area.

c.    School Recommendation Form  - Form is to be completed by school personnel.  Formal test data should not be more than two years old.  Submit as many scores as available (Encourage students to take ACT, SAT and PSAT when possible).  It is recommended that nominated students score at the 90th percentile or above on at least one of the measures.  However, there are students who exhibit evidence of giftedness whose test scores do not meet the recommended level for nomination.  Schools are encouraged to nominate these students and give supporting information and rationale for inclusion.

d.     Student Transcript - A current legible transcript must be attached to the School Recommendation Form  (Question 3).


STUDENTS APPLYING IN THE ARTS AREAS MUST AUDITION ON SATURDAY, March 1, 2003.

A student must schedule an audition for each arts area in which he/she is being nominated.  Please see the enclosed packet for specific information about the audition process.  Since no student can be considered for selection in the visual or performing arts field unless the audition is completed, these students must have a copy of the enclosed packet.

Students who anticipate participating in any other activities should check the dates and, if a conflict occurs, realize that a choice will have to be made.  Students will not be allowed leaves to attend other programs or activities.  Selected students and selected alternates planning to attend Arkansas Governor’s School, who also attend Boys’ State or Girls’ State and who choose to run and win office affording them the opportunity to travel to Washington for Boys’ or Girls’ Nation, will automatically be replaced by other candidates for the Arkansas Governor’s School Program.

If the appointed time is missed, audition make-ups will be held on a first-come, first-served basis, as the schedule permits, but on that same day.
Scheduled auditions will be held from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, March 1, at 10-minute intervals.

If there is a justifiable reason why the student cannot appear on Saturday, March 1 for an audition, he/she must arrange an acceptable alternative (audio/video cassette to be completed by Tuesday, February 25), before the nomination can be considered.  IMPORTANT: The audition is a mandatory component of the total nomination process.  It is the student's responsibility to make necessary arrangements to be there.  You should be aware that an audition in person is vastly preferable to one on tape.  Very few students who submit tapes are selected.

TO SCHEDULE AUDITION

AN APPOINTMENT MUST BE SCHEDULED FOR EACH ARTS AREA IN WHICH YOU ARE NOMINATED.  THIS IS MANDATORY.  If you do not schedule your audition during this time, you will not be considered for selection to the Arkansas Governor’s School.  Because of the volume of calls during this time, it may be necessary for you to call repeatedly until your audition is scheduled.

AUDITION REQUIREMENTS
Students will sign in at the registration desk when arriving at Parkview High School.  They will receive an audition information form for each area in which they have scheduled an audition.  Below are listed the procedures for each audition and the questions that will be on the audition information form.  A small snapshot of self (2 ½” x 2 ½") is needed for each audition.

CHORAL MUSIC
1.
Students should be prepared to vocalize, demonstrating sight-reading, pitch memory and overall musicianship with the person conducting the audition.

2. 
 Students should be prepared to present two solo songs of their own choosing.  These should NOT be parts from choral selections, all-region or all-state tryout material.  Judges may choose only one to be performed.  BRING YOUR OWN MUSIC and at least one copy for judges.  NO COPIES MAY BE MADE AT THE AUDITION SITE.
3. Students should bring their own pre-cued taped accompaniment.  Students who do not provide accompaniment will be expected to sing a cappella.

4.
Audition Information Form questions for Choral Music will 


be:

a. List choral experience in school, community or church choral groups for the past two years.  Identify each group and indicate years in each.

b. Give specific evidence of ability in major voice part (contests, competitions, ratings, awards, etc.).

c. List any serious literature (up to 5) performed.  Indicate 


if solo or ensemble and name the composer.

d. If private instruction has been taken, give teacher's name, position and inclusive dates of study.

e. Bring a small snapshot of self (2 ½" X 2 ½”), which can be attached to audition form.

DRAMA

1. Students must be prepared to perform a memorized three-minute presentation selected from a published play, which they have read in its entirety.  They should choose a piece that allows them to display an appropriate range of their dramatic talent and expertise.  No props or costumes are allowed.

2.
Students may be requested to improvise a scene.

4. The remainder of the audition will consist of a personal interview.  Students should feel free to ask questions.

4.
Audition Information Form questions for Drama will be:


a.
List training in drama at school with teacher and dates.

b. List training in drama outside of school with teacher and dates.

c. List public performances you've made with dates and specific responsibilities.

d. Bring a small snapshot of self (2½" X 2½"), which can be attached to audition form.

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC

1. Students should be prepared to present two selections of contrasting style of their own choosing from the serious SOLO literature, length of each not to exceed one minute.  These should NOT be all-region or all-state tryout material.  Students should bring their own music.  Copies for judges are requested.  Piano will NOT be available for accompaniment of instrumentalists.

Instrumental music continued…

2.
Students should be prepared to sight-read literature of the judges choosing and re-read certain passages with musical adjustments that the judges may request.

3.
Students must provide and transport all instruments.  Tympani and mallet instruments only will be provided for percussionists.

4.
The Department of Education and host district will not be responsible for damage to or theft of instruments.

5.
The following is a list of instruments on which candidates may audition for Instrumental Music.  Students with significant ability on a second instrument may audition on that instrument also.  Students may not audition on more than two instruments.

WOODWINDS: Piccolo, Flute, Oboe, English Horn, Clarinet, Bass Clarinet, Bassoon, Saxophone

STRINGS: Violin, Viola, Cello, Bass, Harp

BRASS:  French Horn, Trumpet, Trombone, Euphonium, Tuba, Bass Trombone

PERCUSSION: Tympani, Snare Drum, Mallets

PIANO
Students accepted to Governor's School in Instrumental Music playing euphonium, saxophone, piano, or harp should be aware that these instruments are not used in every piece.  Students might be asked to play a secondary instrument if they play one, or they may be utilized in the percussion section.  Pianists should be aware that although solo opportunities do exist at Governor's School, their primary function is to play keyboard parts in the large ensemble.

NOTE: Students who play instruments not listed are encouraged to apply for Governor's School in one of the other seven areas.

6.
Audition Information Form questions for Instrumental Music will be:


a.
List specific organizations in which you've played and give the positions you've held, include dates.


b.
Give specific evidence of ability in area of major instrument (contest ratings, awards, etc.)


c.
List significant solo, small and large ensemble (orchestra and/or band) repertoire.  Name piece and composer.  Limit five.


d.
If private instruction has been taken, give teacher's name, position and inclusive dates of study.


e.
Bring a small snapshot of self (2 ½" X 2½”), which can be attached to audition form.


VISUAL ARTS
1. Students should be prepared to display at least five works in a variety of media (e.g., watercolor, drawing, prints, painting, sculpture) and to participate in a discussion about their works.  They should bring a sketchpad showing works in progress.  No artwork over two years old should be included. Most students are helped by bringing as much work as possible.

2.
Students should also bring to the audition their solution to “IN RESPONSE TO AN ARTIST’S PHILOSOPHY”.

Directions for this activity are attached to this packet.

3.
All works must be identified on the back with the following information: NAME, AGE, GRADE, SCHOOL, CITY, STUDENT’S INSTRUCTOR.

4.
Student work will not be limited in size or weight.  Students 

will assume responsibility for transportation of works, assembly and disassembly of display area.

5. The Department of Education and the host district will not be responsible for damage to or theft of art works.

6. Audition Information Form questions for Visual Arts will 


be:

a. List art courses taken in the public/non-public schools and names of private teachers or private schools giving art instruction to you.

b. List any significant art achievements or awards in the past two years.

c. List exhibitions or other public or private displays in which your work has been represented.


d.
List exhibitions you have seen in the last three years.

e. Bring a small snapshot of self (2 ½" X 2 ½”), which can be attached to audition form.

FOR VISUAL ARTS APPLICANTS          
IN RESPONSE TO AN ARTIST’S PHILOPSOHY you are to read about one of the following artists, study why they worked as they did, and how their work reflected the art of their time.  You are to analyze the stylistic elements of the artist’s work.  You must then create a drawing, painting or sculpture that does not copy but extends the artist’s ideas into a new work that incorporates materials and/or stylistic elements of your work.  Write a brief artist statement explaining how your work is influenced by the artist’s philosophy and be prepared to discuss your ideas and solution.  Your work of art that results is to be the portfolio of work presented to the audition committee.  You are free to select materials, size, and approach.  If the work is not complete at the time of auditions, it should be brought anyway so that the audition team may discuss the ideas and efforts with you.
