Requirements for the Two-year Conditional Course Approval Process

The two-year conditional course approval process is for any unapproved secondary course which is counted toward graduation credit or is used to meet the 38-unit requirement under the Standards for Accreditation. Specified courses in the 38-unit requirement (e.g., Oral Communications, World History, etc.) do not have to be submitted for approval. The aforementioned courses comprise the first priority for school districts to submit to the Arkansas Department of Education by June 1, 2003. Courses outside the 38-unit requirement comprise the second priority and should be submitted by June 1, 2005, although they will be reviewed earlier if submitted. The superintendent or the principal must submit the request for the two-year conditional course approval in writing, accompanied by the following information:

An attached course outline that indicates connections to the appropriate curriculum framework(s).
