TITLE I FINANCIAL REQUIREMENTS RELATED TO PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT, PUBLIC SCHOOL CHOICE, SUPPLEMENTAL SERVICES AND SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT:

Section 1119 (l)

Each school district receiving Title I funds must use not less than 5% or more than 10% of the district allocation for professional development in each of fiscal years 2002 and 2003. For each subsequent fiscal year, the district must spend not less than 5% for professional development.

The purpose of the funds is to ensure that all teachers are highly qualified no later than the end of the 2005-2006 school year.

These funds may also be used to ensure that all paraprofessionals are highly qualified.  All paraprofessionals hired prior to January 8, 2001 must met new eligibility requirements by January 8, 2006.  All paraprofessional hired after January 8, 2002 must met the new eligibility requires.  (Director’s Memo SI-02-058, 5-13-02)

CHOICE AND SUPPLEMENTAL SERVICES:

Section 1116(b)(10)(A)

If a district has a school(s) designated to be in school improvement, the district’s obligation for choice-related transportation and supplemental services is 20% of its Title I, Part A allocation.  

Within the 20%, a district must spend:


5% for choice-related transportation;


5% for supplemental services;

10% for transportation or supplemental services, or both, as the district determines.

“This obligation may be satisfied through use of regular Title I, Part A funds, school improvement funds under Section 1003, or Title V, Part A funds.  Additionally, school districts may use funds transferred to Title I from other federal education programs under Section 6123 to pay such costs.” (Secretary Paige, June 14, 2002)

If after a reasonable time, the district determines that it is not necessary to use the 20% to fulfill its obligations to provide choice and/or supplemental services, those funds may be placed back into the regular Title I program.

SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT

Professional Development - Section 1116(b)(3)(A)(iii)

Any school designated to be in school improvement must commit to spending not less than 10% of its allocation for professional development each year that the school is in school improvement.

Transferability - Title VI Section 6123

A district with school(s) designated to be in school improvement is allowed to transfer up to 30% of certain federal programs.  Those programs include Title II (A) and (D), Title IV (A), and Title V (A).  Funds may only be transferred into (not out of) Title I (A). 

Districts not in school improvement may transfer up to 50% of those federal program funds.
