Appropriate alternative education (where a student receives remediation, learns social skills and is given other appropriate individualized services) often insures the rise of the student’s self-esteem because of the successful school experience and, consequently, does not feel the need to use tobacco products to bolster self-esteem.  Community health nurse specialists will assist in this aspect of the training.
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
