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IMPORTANT INFORMATION CONCERNING THE ESC ORIENTATIONS

AND NBPTS STATE FEE SUPPORT**

This information only applies to attendance at an orientation scheduled in an educational service cooperative.  Slightly different information accompanies the registration form for Little Rock orientations.   

Attendance at an ADE orientation session scheduled at an educational service cooperative is limited to 60 and is necessary only if a teacher plans to seek state fee support from the Department of Education for National Board candidacy.*  Check in precedes the general session.

The registration form must be faxed to the ESC that serves the registrant’s school district.  DO fax an ESC registration directly to the appropriate ESC.  DO NOT send an ESC registration to ADE.  

Orientation hours may vary slightly from site to site, and a particular site can confirm the time.  The orientation schedule requires a full day away from the classroom.  Attending only part of the day does not qualify a registrant to apply for state fee support.

Attendance does not guarantee state fee support.  Applications for state fee support are distributed at the orientation session if they are available or will be mailed to participants after the orientation.  Additional screening criteria for purposes of state fee support are included in the application packet and are used to award available and limited state funds.  For participants attending orientations in 2003 and early 2004, it will be several months before this material is available.  Attendees should call the National Board state support office at ADE if materials have not arrived by May 1, 2004.  The Department of Education maintains a roster of attendees for purposes of approving candidate support.  THE APPLICATION DEADLINE FOR STATE FEE SUPPORT IS THURSDAY, JULY 1, 2004.

The majority of the orientation day is spent in breakout groups with one or more National Board Certified Teachers (NBCT).  Registrants should be aware that there will not be a NBCT for each certificate area and that certificate areas will be combined in a single breakout.  The focus of breakouts is the process itself, and elements of the certification process are consistent across all certificate areas.
