This requirement is effective from July 16, 2003 until July 1, 2004 and applies to school districts, charter schools and education service cooperatives.  If the dollar amount of the project exceeds the eligible dollar amount described above, prior written approval from the State Board of Education or the Director of the Department of Education is required.
