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THEA Leopoulos Arts Scholarship Program

The THEA Foundation offers scholarships to Arkansas high school seniors who are talented in the visual and performing arts.  

The THEA Foundation believes that students who are interested in and pursue the arts can be affected in a positive way through their self-actualization process during their formative years in elementary and secondary school and college experience.   These scholarships validate their talents allowing them to push ahead and pursue their interests with confidence.

THEA’s visual arts competition judges two dimensional art in any medium.  The students are required to interpret one of Thea’s writings and reflect that in their entry.   The first level of competition is accomplished by judging electronic photos of all of the entries.  Those who are judged into the top ten send their originals to North Little Rock for final judging.  The top five finishers out of the top ten receive a significant one-time scholarship award and have the opportunity to receive additional scholarship money should they decide to attend one of THEA’s educational partners.  Judges for this competition are professional artists, art administrators and art educators.

The performing arts competition judges student entries in their choice of acting, dance and singing.  The students must perform contrasting pieces in a total of 3 minutes.  The application process requires a written reference and requires the student to write an essay.  Auditions are held in Little Rock at the Arkansas Rep. in front of professional actors, dancers and those in related professions.

THEA Awards

The annual awards for both competitions are one-time scholarships and are awarded to the accredited college, university or institute upon the student enrolling full-time.  There is no major requirement.
