Objective:  To raise money for THEA Foundation by creating sidewalk chalk murals at the Clinton Library sidewalk area.  Secondly, to have a non-competitive environment and community service event with art students.

History:  The THEA Foundation works to help students attain knowledge of opportunities past high school and will help to give many juniors and seniors help with college entrance.  More information for THEA Foundation:  www.theafoundation.org.  Many major cities surrounding Little Rock have sidewalk chalk mural events, so it’s time for us to have one.  The wonderful part about them is it brings a sense of wonder to people who take art for granted, and it emphasizes the art community.  There has been no fundraiser of this manner in Little Rock before, and this will be the first one to build up an annual event.

Student groups will have a plot of sidewalk space to draw the mural.  Each group must raise a minimum of $100 to participate in the fundraiser (think summer car washes, big business sponsors, bake sales, and art sales!). The money raised and mural sketches/photos will not be due until August 30th, so that students can have plenty of time to practice their mural before the event.  There is a limit of 4 – 6 students per group, and a limit of 2 groups per art teacher.
