Abstract:  The name Kurzweil has long been synonymous with excellence in scanning and reading.  Therefore, it is no surprise that Kurzweil 1000 is the leading scanning/reading software for the blind and visually impaired.  But Kurzweil 1000 goes far beyond just scanning and reading.  You can translate files into Braille, use a dictionary and Thesaurus, gain access to several encyclopedias, proofread scanned text, make audio copies of scanned text, open PDF files, search for online books and more.  This workshop will only focus on the Kurzweil 1000.  It will not focus on the Kurzweil 3000 – a scanning and reading program for those with learning disabilities.
