Summary of Sessions:

AFMC Medicaid Necessity Training

This informative session, presented by Jarrod McClain from AFMC, will focus on the school-based therapy related medical necessity requirements outlined by Arkansas Medicaid. Topics will include documentation standards, prescription/referral expectations, retrospective reviews/audits, appropriate evaluations, and other general policy/procedures. 

ARMAC 101: Program Information and Data Review

Rene Montgomery will present information related to the Arkansas Medicaid Administrative Claiming (ARMAC) program. Ms. Montgomery will give a program overview, present data from the initial three quarters, and discuss any changes related future programming.

Coordinated School Health Services Overview

This session will relate to the different services and funding opportunities available to schools through a partnership between the Arkansas Department of Education and the Department of Health and Human Services.

Current Trends for Medicaid In The Schools (MITS)

This session will review the roles and responsibilities associated with the Medicaid In The Schools (MITS) section of the Special Education Unit.  Tony Boaz will discuss current Medicaid-based funding opportunities for schools/Education Service Cooperatives (ESCs), as well as, accountable practices and adherence to Arkansas law.

EDS Billing Seminar

EDS provider representatives will conduct a training covering the essential elements involved with billing for direct services provided by schools. Services include occupational therapy, personal care, physical therapy, private duty nursing, school-based mental health, speech-language pathology, targeted case management, and vision/hearing screens.

Medicaid Menu of Services for School-age Children

This presentation will include information related to all available services covered by Medicaid for the school-age population.  Anna Riggs will review the services listed in our state plan, outline the different waiver programs available for children, and discuss outreach/eligibility criteria.

What’s New with School-Based Mental Health (SBMH)

Ruth Fissel will discuss the current state of mental health services being delivered in schools.  Ms. Fissel will include information pertaining to the SBMH Network; such as data collection, changes to Medicaid policy, program funding, and future growth.
