ARKANSAS STUDENT FILMMAKING COMPETITION

RULES, REGULATIONS, ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS, 

AND ENTRY FORM GUIDELINES

ENTRY DEADLINE: FEBRUARY 4, 2008

The applicant must be enrolled as a student in an Arkansas elementary, middle, or secondary school. Arkansas home schooled students are also eligible; a signed acknowledgement by the parent/guardian/instructor is required.

The competition is divided into three divisions.  Each division will be judged separately.





(a) Division I – K through 5th grade

         (b) Division II – 6th through 8th grades

            (c) Division III—9th through 12th grades

Entries will be judged according to the following categories: (1) documentary (2) narrative/fiction (3) animation/experimental. It is requested that the applicant indicate the category (genre) on the entry form.

NOTE: PROFANITY or DEROGATORY LANGUAGE toward any individual or ethnic group is PROHIBITED.

Each applicant may submit no more than two (2) works. There is no restriction on when the film or video was completed, except that it must have been created and completed during the time the student was enrolled in the grade associated with the Division to which the student is applying. For example, if the student graduated from high school and completed the film/video in his or her senior year, the student may submit the film/video in Division III as long as the project was completed before your graduation date.

In addition to the entry form, each entry must be accompanied by a synopsis of 50 words or less about the film/video, a list of actors, and a list of the crew. 

By signing the entry form, the applicant (a) certifies that the exhibition of the submitted entry will in no way violate any copyright laws or any other rights of any person, film, or corporation and (b) accepts all responsibility relating to – and indemnifies and holds harmless Arkansas Student Filmmaking Competition (ASFC), the Arkansas Department of Education (ADE) and the Northeast Arkansas Education Cooperative from – any and all disputes and liabilities arising from any such claims by a third party.

The applicant must have prime artistic responsibility for the film or video submitted. Roles considered to have prime artistic responsibility are director, producer, writer, or editor. Teachers may submit a work on behalf of a class, as long as the class has prime artistic responsibility for the work.

Although any shooting format may be used to produce the original film or video, the only acceptable submission format for consideration is a DVC, pro videotape, or DVD. Do not send original prints, stills, or other materials related to the entry. ASFC will not be responsible for damage to videos or DVDs resulting from shipping, handling, judging, or screening.

If an applicant wishes to have a video returned after the competition, a self-addressed, stamped envelope (sufficient to ship a DVC Pro tape or DVD) must be included with the entry; otherwise, the video will be destroyed. The applicant may also pick up the entry following the screenings at the awards program, which will be held on March 1, 2008, at the downtown Malco Theatre in Hot Springs, Arkansas.

Media professionals selected by the ASFC Board of Directors will judge entries. Entries will be judged on originality, creativity, and completion of thought. Prizes will be awarded within each division. The decision of the judges is final.

The deadline for receiving entries is February 4, 2008. Completed entry forms must be received by this date. To enter the competition, fill out the attached entry form, and send the entry form and finished film/video(s) to the following address:
