LONG-TERM PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
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Early Literacy Learning in Arkansas (ELLA) is a two (2)-year professional development designed to assist K-1 teachers in implementing a comprehensive researched-based approach to literacy instruction in their classrooms.  This professional development emphasizes instructional techniques that focus on five essential elements of reading (phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, comprehension, and vocabulary) and writing development.  The first year of training consists of four (4) days of training in the summer and four (4) additional days of training during the school year.  The second year consists of three (3) days of training in the summer and two (2) additional days of training during the school year.  

EFFECTIVE LITERACY for Grades 2-4 is a two-year professional development designed to assist teachers in implementing a comprehensive, research-based approach to literacy instruction in their classrooms.  This professional development emphasizes instructional techniques that help students become fluent readers and writers.  Key components include: using assessment to inform reading/writing instruction, reading and writing workshop, phonics, fluency, comprehension, and vocabulary instruction.  The first year of training consists of three (3) days of training in the summer and four (4) additional days of training during the school year.  The second year consists of three (3) days of training in the summer and two (2) additional days of training during the school year.
