The Arkansas Department of Education is pleased to announce a Professional Development Weekend to be held in Hot Springs, Arkansas, May 14, 15, 16.  It is open to all Arkansas public school teachers and aspiring high school filmmakers.  

It will be a memorable weekend spent in the company of professional filmmakers and educators. The workshops are limited to the first 100 participants, including teachers and students.  Although seating is limited, each teacher and student will have a choice of attending several individual workshops (two or three sessions each day) during the weekend. When not participating in a workshop, there will be time to visit with the professional filmmakers in a comfortable parlor setting.  
Depending on the filmmakers’ schedules, there will be a screening each evening with a question-and-answer session to follow. 

Workshops are still being scheduled and may include the following (depending on the filmmakers’ schedules): 

1. Directing actors for the camera

2. The cinematographer and the camera, a “hands-on” workshop

3. Producing, the reality

4. Producing and directing a documentary

5. The art of the editor

6. What makes a movie, a movie?  A close analysis of the components of a motion picture
7. The stunt performer and safety in motion pictures

8. Composition and exposure, a lighting workshop

A complete detailed list of workshops and instructors will soon be available. 

Screening Student Projects During the Weekend
Students are invited to submit recently completed film and video projects for exhibition.  Each student may submit no more than one completed project. There is no restriction on when the film or video was completed, except that it must have been created and completed during the time the student was enrolled in an Arkansas public school.
To submit a project, the registration form (attached) must be filled out completely, accompanied by a synopsis of 50 words or less about the film/video, a list of actors, and a list of the crew.  To be considered for inclusion in the weekend screenings of students’ projects, the completed work must have a 

1. Title sequence

2. End credits

3. A discernible soundtrack 

The submitted work and registration form must be received in the office of Brenda Turner by Monday, April 13, 2009.

NOTE: PROFANITY or DEROGATORY LANGUAGE toward any individual or ethnic group is PROHIBITED.

By signing the entry form, the applicant (a) certifies that the exhibition of the submitted entry will in no way violate any copyright laws or any other rights of any person, film, or corporation and (b) accepts all responsibility relating to – and indemnifies and holds harmless the Arkansas Department of Education from – any and all disputes and liabilities arising from any such claims by a third party.  Although every effort will be made by the coordinators of this special weekend, there is no guarantee that every student’s submission will be screened during the weekend screenings.

The applicant must have prime artistic responsibility for the film or video submitted. Roles considered to have prime artistic responsibility are director, producer, writer, or editor. Teachers may submit a work on behalf of a class, as long as the class had prime artistic responsibility for the work.

Although any shooting format may be used to produce the original film or video, the only acceptable submission format for consideration is a DVC pro videotape or DVD. Do not send original prints, stills, or other materials related to the entry. The Arkansas Department of Education will not be responsible for damage to videos or DVDs including damages resulting from shipping, handling, or screening.
