Attached is a REVISED LEA Statement of Assurance which is required for receiving Arkansas Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds. The document was previously attached to Commissioner Memo number COM-09-158, dated April 21, 2009.  However, it was missing a critical federally required assurance requiring each LEA to have a document on file stating that any fraudulent use of ARRA funds will be reported. This revised document contains that information in assurance statement number 13.  

If the LEA has previously submitted the Statement of Assurance, make certain it has the thirteenth assurance statement listed on the form. If it does not, print out the attached REVISED form and resubmit it.  The form must be signed by the superintendent, charter school director, or educational cooperative director (if receiving IDEA Part B Preschool funds) and each LEA business manager. Again, the revised document MUST be signed and sent in even if the Statement of Assurance attached to memo number COM-09-158 was mailed. 

The Statement of Assurance Form currently loaded on the Arkansas Recovery website was updated on May 17. If the LEA used this statement after that date, it should be correct. That website is located at http://recovery.arkansas.gov/ade/ade_index.html.

The Statement of Assurance may be sent to the Arkansas Department of Education at any time; however, it MUST be received BEFORE funds are disbursed to the LEA. The ADE will replace any previously submitted Statement of Assurance documents with this revision as soon as it is received.

Upon passage of the Act. $9 bilion in capital assistance and investment grants will be made
available as follows: 1) Transit Assistance ($6.9 billion) - $5.5 billion will be allotted using the
urban area formula, $690 million using the rural area formula, and the remaining $690 million
based on the population growth formula (49 U.S.C. 5307, 5311 and 5340). For Arkansas, the
transit assistance amount will be $28.0 milion. 50% to be obligated within 180 days: 2) Fixed
Guideway Infrastructure Investment (§750 milion) - Formula grants for all types of rail
trolleybus, cable car. ferryboats and high-occupancy-vehicle lanes (Arkansas is not scheduled
to receive any of this funding): and 3) Capital Investment Grants ($750 milion) - Discretionary
grants for the creation of major new fixed guideways currently under construction or in the final
design stages that could award contracts within 150 days.
