A Statewide Teacher Seminar on East Asian History and Culture
 is being offered at the Crowley’s Ridge Education Cooperative at Harrisburg, June 15-25, 2009, concluding a half day session on November 14.  Stipends, free materials, and books for your library are available to qualified participants.   The number of participants is limited to 20, and qualified applicants will be considered on a first-come, first-served basis.
Participants will receive a $500 stipend distributed in two installments, and $200 worth of books on China, Japan and Korea.  After teachers complete all aspects of the seminar, each participating school’s library will receive an additional $300 for materials on China, Japan and Korea.  
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What is the purpose of the seminar?


The National Consortium for Teaching about Asia and the East Asian Curriculum Project of Columbia University are sponsoring an Arkansas-based seminar this summer on China, Japan, and Korea, funded by the Freeman Foundation.  The seminar’s purpose is to increase World History, Geography, Literature and Art teachers’ knowledge of the history and culture of the three countries.  
Who is eligible?

First priority goes to Arkansas middle and high school World History, World Geography, World Literature, and World Art teachers.  Eligible applicants will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis, so early applicants have an increased likelihood of being selected.
What is required of seminar participants?

In order to receive stipends and materials, participants must complete all of the following:

1. Participants must attend seven sessions at the Crowley’s Ridge Educational Cooperative in Harrisburg from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., with an hour off for lunch, plus a closing session on Saturday, November 14 (9:00 a.m.- noon on this day only).  Classes will meet on a Monday - Wednesday - Thursday schedule on June 15, 17, 18, 22, 24, and 25, and the November 14 meeting is on a Saturday.

2. Participants must complete assigned readings in the East Asia History text that will be
provided to them.

3. Participants will develop three classroom lessons and present them at the final November
     workshop.

4. Participants must obtain a supervisor’s signature on the application affirming that if
the participant returns to his or her school in the fall of 2009, he/she will teach at least one section of World History, World Geography, World Art, or World Literature.

All sessions will be conducted at the Crowley’s Ridge Educational Cooperative at Harrisburg.
