COLLABORATION and PARTNERSHIP 
Programs are to be developed and carried out in active collaboration with an eligible targeted public school of which the students attend within the community area of the proposed 21st CCLC.

· Delineate the roles of the partnership and agreement between the public school/LEA, a community-based organization, and other public or private entities, and 
· Using the Partnership Information and Agreement Form (in the appendix), provide documentation defining the services and support the partnerships and collaborations will provide.

The budget proposal is required upon initial application in order to project the sustainability of the program. The applicant should be advised of the following:

· Funding an entire building level administrator’s cost is not recommended due to supplanting complexities. Programs may use up to 5% of the total awarded amount of funding for a building level administrator’s service to the program. Service to the program must be above the administrator’s regular school duties.
·  It is not recommended that building level administrators hold a program leadership position. If a building level administrator serves as the program director/site coordinator, the salary should be prorated according to the time designated ONLY to the program. 
· The program director/site coordinator salary shall be a salary, not an hourly wage.   
· Programs may use up to 5% of the total awarded each year for the program director position. Remember, every program will not need a program director.
· Grant writer expense may NOT be charged to the grant. This includes activities that take place with the grant writer after the grant is awarded.
· The budget should include a data entry salary.  Approximately 3 hours a week and an additional 30 hours for initial student and program entry.
BUDGET JUSTIFICATION  
Applicants must justify requests based on the length and intensity of services proposed and the number of students and their families to be served. Regardless of the size of the grant, proposed costs must be reasonable and necessary to carry out the program’s purposes and objectives.

Provide a detailed budget narrative that clarifies the cost items of the proposed activities of the grant funds for only the first year.
