Section 200.78-79 of the Title I regulations require: "(a)(1) An LEA must allocate funds under subpart A of this part to school attendance areas and schools, identified as eligible and selected to participate under section 1113(a) or (b) of the ESEA, in rank order on the basis of the total number of children from low-income families in each area or school."

During various presentations and technical assistance meetings of ARRA, LEAs were reminded that all Title I rules apply to Title I ARRA funds. LEAs were also reminded that the ARRA Title I funds must be reported separately from ACSIP.  However, to help determine each school allocation amount, the ASCIP software was available to enter the Title I ARRA allocation into the budget page, which calculates the building levels amount to be allocated.  Several LEAs chose to use the ACSIP software tool and some chose to do this manually, but all LEAs had to rank order accordingly.

The attached spreadsheet shows how rank order was followed for each building in the 2009-10 ACSIP on or around April 26, 2010.   The district will need to submit to the ADE how rank order was followed for the Title I ARRA allocations and the amount for each building.  If it is determined by the district that rank order was not followed, then the LEA will have to amend the ARRA Title I budget/plan and follow rules and regulations for rank order.

Copy and paste the district’s information from the spreadsheet provided into a new spreadsheet and list how much each building was allocated:

•  Actual Per Pupil Amount 

•  Title I Budget for School

•  Title I Budget for Non-Public Students
