The Arkansas Department of Education is pleased to announce a Professional Development Weekend in coordination with a Student Learning Program with professional workshops.  The workshops and events will be held at the Arlington Hotel and at the Malco Theater in Hot Springs, Arkansas, February 18, 19, and 20.  They are open to all Arkansas public school teachers and aspiring high school filmmakers, Grades 9-12.  Teachers will receive Professional Development (PD) credit.  

This will be a memorable weekend spent in the company of professional filmmakers and educators. The workshops are limited to the first 100 participants including both teachers and students.  Although seating is limited, each teacher and student will have a choice of attending several individual workshops (2 sessions each day, 4 sessions total) during the weekend. When not participating in a workshop, there will be time to visit with the professional filmmakers in a comfortable parlor setting.  Depending on the filmmakers’ schedules, there will be a screening each evening with a question and answer session to follow. 

To attend the workshops each teacher must accompany a minimum of 2 students or a maximum of 4 students to the workshops.  If a teacher applies without an accompanying student, there is no guarantee that the application will be approved.

Your interests will depend on the workshops.

Workshops are still being finalized. Depending on the filmmakers’ schedules, they will include the following:

2.) Producing and directing documentaries: “An Unlikely Weapon” with Susan Morgan Cooper

3.) Directing and producing your first film:  “Lemon Lima” with Suzi Yoonessi

4.) A Professional acting workshop with JoAnn Willette

5.) The Stunt Performer, acting, and safety in motion pictures with Marian Green

6.) Cinematography and the camera, a “hands-on” workshop with Prof. Paul “Bear” Brown

7.) The Art of the Editor, a “hands-on” workshop with Phil Morales

8.) Writing for film and television with Andrew Guerdat

8.) Television Journalism with Stephen Sheppard

9.) Opportunities in the film business:  What you need to know to be a Production Assistant or Production Intern: “The Last Song” (starring Miley Cyrus) with Sara Logan Hofstein

10.) Eastman Kodak presentation, motion picture film and its possibilities with Janet Tiller
