Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) limits local education agencies (LEAs) to carry over no more than 15% of the current year grant allocation including funds transferred into Title I through the local transferability authority for grants of $50,000 or more. LEAs with Title I grants over $50,000, when combining regular and the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) Title I funds, can carry over a maximum of 15% of the overall grant into the following year without a waiver. 

If an LEA’s total carryover amount exceeds 15%, it must request a waiver to retain the excess amount. The LEA must also understand that any carry over funds must be added to the following year’s budget and must be spent only for the designated purposes. For example: Private school, 1% parent involvement, 5% district professional development (PD), un-waived 20% supplemental educational services and public school choice, un-waived 10% district improvement PD, and un-waived 10% school improvement PD reservations, left unspent at the end of the school year must be budgeted and spent on intended services the following year, in addition to the set-aside services required for the current year. 

To inform the Arkansas Department of Education that the LEA expects to carry over more than 15% of the total Title I funds allocated in 2009-10 into the 2010-11 school year, please complete the attached spreadsheet to calculate the excess for the LEA as of June 30th. Place the attached waiver on the LEA’s letterhead, sign and send to Federal Grants Management via email to Glenda.Cupples@arkansas.gov. This waiver request is due no later than October 15, 2010.

Upon passage of the Act. $9 bilion in capital assistance and investment grants will be made
available as follows: 1) Transit Assistance ($6.9 billion) - $5.5 billion will be allotted using the
urban area formula, $690 million using the rural area formula, and the remaining $690 million
based on the population growth formula (49 U.S.C. 5307, 5311 and 5340). For Arkansas, the
transit assistance amount will be $28.0 milion.
