1999 Child Safety Poster Contest Rules

Contest Theme: 

The theme for this year’s contest is “Be Smart, Be Safe.”  We want the competition to teach children important safety concepts in a non-threatening way to keep them from becoming victims of child abduction.  A sheet of safety tips is attached to help students generate ideas. 

Rules for Each Entry:  (Poster must comply with all rules to qualify.) 

1.
Must have an entry form or a typed or printed information sheet securely attached to the back of each poster with all of the below requested information, in this order: 

Student Information:

Name, Age, Grade

School Address, City, State, Zip, Telephone Number

School Information:

Teacher/Contact Name

School Name, Address, City, State, Zip, Telephone Number

Parent or legal guardian must re-state and provide signature attesting to:

This entry is the original work of the above-named student only.  Arkansas Missing Children's Services Program has permission to use this entry for publicity purposes.  We understand that this entry becomes the sole property of AMCSP and cannot be returned. 

2.

Must not include any personal information (name, age, school, etc.) on front of poster.

3.
Must have a typed or printed information sheet securely attached to back.

4.
Must be the original artwork of one student.  Any plagiarized work or “joint efforts” will be disqualified, with all winnings forfeited.

5. 
Must clearly reflect the theme's message, although entries do not have to contain the words of the contest theme

6.
Must not include the name or drawing of any brand-name product.

7.
Becomes the sole property of Arkansas Missing Children Services Program (AMCSP) and will not be returned.

8.
Qualifying Sizes: Smallest - 12" x 18"; Largest - 18" x 24"

9. 
The poster design may be in any medium, including watercolor, oil, crayon, acrylic, pencil, ink or magic marker.

10.
Posters must be on quality poster board.

11. 
No construction paper will be accepted unless neatly mounted on some kind of sturdy backing.

12.
Posters must be mailed flat - not rolled or in tubes.

Age Divisions:

The three (3) grade divisions for the contest will be Grades K-2; Grades 3-4; and Grades 5-6. 

Prizes:

First-, second-, and third-place awards will be given in three age divisions. 

First place: Trophy and $50 cash

Second place: Ribbon and $20 cash

Third place: Ribbon and $10 cash 

Safety Tips To Share With Students While Working On This Project

If home alone: 

· Keep the noise level down. 

· Lock windows and doors.

· Answer calls as though an adult were home.

· Keep a list of relatives or neighbors who can help. 

· Don't advertise that you will be home alone.

If your out and about: 

· Always carry phone change.

· Stay alert and be observant when out.

· If followed by a car, walk (run) in the opposite direction.

· Travel in pairs or groups.

· Don't take short cuts.

Always check first: 

· Ask the adult in charge of you for permission to change your plans or to help you make a decision.

· Ask a trusted adult if you are unsure about anything, including touches.

· If someone touches you in a way that makes you feel frightened or uncomfortable use an "I mean business voice" and tell them no, then go, and tell an adult you trust.

If lost in a store: 

· Do not leave the store.

· Stay in a busy area.

· Ask a store clerk or a uniformed security guard for assistance.

Computer safety: 

· Don't give out personal information to someone you meet online including your name, address or telephone number or the name of your school without your parents' permission.

· Never arrange a face-to -face meeting with someone you meet online.

· Always tell a trusted adult if you receive messages that make you feel confused or uncomfortable and do not respond to the message.

· Do not use bad language or send mean messages online.
