GENERAL INFORMATION

This survey reports the immunization status of new and transfer students attending public and private schools in Arkansas.  New students are those students who have not previously attended public or private schools. Generally, new students will be enrolled in kindergarten; however, some students may be entering school for the first time in the first grade.  A transfer student is defined as any student previously enrolled in another district that is attending school in your district at this time.  Please return completed survey on or before November 5, 1999.
A. Immunization Requirement for School Attendance

1. DTP / DTaP / Td / DT – A student must have received at least three doses of DTP, DTaP, Td, or DT in any combination of these four vaccines. At least one dose must have been administered after the student’s fourth birthday.  (DTP – Diphtheria/Tetanus/Pertussis; DTaP – Diphtheria/Tetanus/Acellular Pertussis; Td – Tetanus/Diphtheria (Adult); DT – Diphtheria/Tetanus (Pediatric).

2. Polio – A student must have received at least three doses of Oral Polio or Inactive Polio (Salk) in any combination of the two vaccines.  At least one dose must have been administered after the student’s fourth birthday. 

3. Measles – A student must have received one dose of live vaccine administered after his/her first birthday and January 1, 1968.  Measles is contained in each of these vaccines:  M/M/R (Measles, Mumps, and Rubella), M/R (Measles, and Rubella), and M (Measles).

4. Rubella – A student must have received one dose of live vaccine administered after his/her first birthday and June 30, 1969.  Rubella is contained in each of these vaccines:  M/M/R (Measles, Mumps, and Rubella), M/R (Measles and Rubella), and M (Measles).

B. Actively in Process

A student is actively in process if he/she has received at least one dose of DTP, DTaP, Td, or DT, one dose of polio and one dose each of Measles and Rubella.  Furthermore, the student must be in the minimum interval of  time to receive the additional dose or doses of DTP, DTaP, Td, DT, or Polio vaccine.

C. Exempt for Medical or Religious Reason

A student can be exempt from the immunization requirements if, and only if, a signed letter of exemption from the Arkansas Department of Health is in the student’s permanent file.  Religious exemptions usually exempt a student from all vaccines.  Medical exemptions usually do not exempt a student from all vaccines; therefore, a student must receive vaccine(s) for which they are not exempt.

D. Students in Compliance with School Law

A student is in compliance with the Arkansas School Immunization Laws if he/she meets any of the following criteria:

1. The student is fully immunized in accordance with Section A.

2. The student is in active process of receiving needed immunizations.  (See Section B)

3. The student has a letter of religious/medical exemption from the Arkansas Department of Health in his/her school record files.  A student that is exempt from all vaccines is in compliance with Arkansas School Law.  A student that is not exempt from all vaccines must receive doses of vaccine for which he/she is not exempt in order to meet the compliance requirements.

4. The student has had Measles or Rubella disease and a copy of attending physician’s statement of disease is in the student’s permanent file.  A student who has a documented history of Measles or Rubella disease must have received all other immunizations in order to be in compliance with the law.
