GUIDELINES

UTILIZATION OF SATELLITE INSTRUCTION

Revised April 1989

1. Satellite program for instructional purposes in Arkansas school districts must be under                                                                                                                                                                             the supervision of the Department of Education.

2. All courses taught by satellite must adhere to guidelines and course objectives established by the Department of Education or be approved by the Department of Education.

3. Satellite courses must be taught by experienced master teachers.

4. Each satellite class must have a classroom manager who is a certified teacher, preferably in a related field, to supervise and manage the classroom (in exceptional cases a trained aide may be used).

5. In-service training must be provided for classroom managers to learn about equipment, course organization and classroom management.

6. Instructional programs should be live and interactive or provide for microcomputer software designed to reinforce the television lessons.

7. Supplementary printed materials correlated with the satellite course must be used for review, drill, practice and homework in order to strengthen concepts being taught. 

8. Specific uniform procedures for evaluating student progress must be used in the courses.

9. Two units of satellite course credit may be applied toward graduation requirements.  Districts designated as isolated may request permission from the Department of Education to offer a third unit of credit.

10. In order to award credit for satellite courses in subjects that are required by the Standards, a school district must be unable to provide a certified teacher for the course.

11. Schools may provide satellite courses either live or by use of video tapes.  Video taped courses must also provide microcomputer software.

12. Enrollment in satellite classes must adhere to Department of Education Class Size Guidelines.

13. All satellite courses offered for credit as required by the educational Standards must have the approval of the Department of Education.

These guidelines will be used as a basis for granting approval to local districts who wish to offer courses by satellite.
