ARKANSAS HIGH SCHOOL (AHS) ASSURANCE POLICIES

Arkansas High School Student/Parent Assurance Policies

Parents will monitor and be held accountable for the time students spend on work accessed from home and for the time spent on task during normal course times.

Students taking a course through AHS will abide by all rules and regulations governing the participation in and completion of AHS courses.

Students will be responsible for familiarizing themselves with ALL the rules involved in participation in an AHS class.  This can be found at the front door of all course offerings online at the AHS website http://arkansashigh.k12.ar.us
Students of Arkansas High School will complete assignments and assessments in the time allotted by the AHS instructor as indicated by the syllabus for the course and the time schedule posted.

Students will participate in all discussions, online research, and designated activities as outlined by the instructor for the credit they are attempting.

Students will provide the AHS instructor any extra information and/or work required to satisfy any project or course content requirements.

Students will not use computers at times for AHS work other than that designated by the Affiliate District and the time line set forth for the class by the AHS instructor.

Students will be required to complete ALL scheduled lessons, material and online project activities during normal school hours or those deemed appropriate by the Affiliate District, and in coordination and agreement with the AHS instructor.

Students may be permitted to do some AHS research during evening and non-included time slots if required to fulfill a commitment to completion of an AHS class, but normal assignments, tests and other coordinated collaboration and activities will be done during normal contact hours of the normal school day.

Arkansas High School Affiliate (District/School) Policies

Affiliate Schools will provide a place for students enrolled in an AHS class a place to work on course work that is conducive to a healthy learning process.

Affiliate Schools will provide the student with access to a computer with sufficient resources to accomplish the tasks set forth in the course requirements, or those indicated as minimum requirements* for participation in an AHS course.

Affiliate Schools will agree to ensure that appropriate steps will be taken to ensure that a student has adequate network connectivity and connection to the Internet for access to the course to be taken.

Affiliate Schools will agree to provide proper technical assistance to the student personally to see that they are adequately prepared for each online access to the course in progress.

Affiliate Schools will provide monitoring of participating students during the time that they are accessing courses to adequately ensure security and fair participation.

Affiliate Schools will designate a professional school personnel  (Site Coordinator) contact point for information to be disseminated to concerning students progress and/or issues.

Affiliate Schools will accept the grade provided as the result of completion of an AHS course for inclusion in the transcript of the participating student and to be recorded as credit for course indicated.

Arkansas High School Assurances to School Districts

AHS instructors will provide timely and reasonable reports to the student on progress.

AHS instructors will provide Affiliate District’s timely and reasonable reports on student’s progress.

AHS instructors will provide all collaboration, facilitation, and instruction as outlined in the course syllabus.

AHS instructors will provide Affiliate Districts with grade reporting at normal intervals.
